•Surveys conducted by the Food Safety Authority of Ireland have re-
vealed products which have been falsely labelled as 
being of Irish origin.

“The number of severe sentences for rape has also decreased. Only

Crude oil is sold between coun-
tries in quantities called barrels.  
The oil we find underground is 
called crude oil. 
Crude oil is a mixture of hydro-
carbons - from almost solid to 
gaseous. These were produced 
when tiny plants and animals 
decayed under layers of sand and 
mud millions of years ago. 
Crude oil has to be changed be-
fore it can be used for anything. 
This happens in an oil refinery. 
Crude oil doesn't always look the 
same – it depends where it 
comes from. Sometimes it is al-
most colourless, or it can be 
thick and black. But crude oil 
usually looks like thin, brown 
treacle. 
It's not just the appearance of 
crude oil that changes.  
Crudes from different sources 
have different make-ups. Some 
may have more of the valuable 
lighter hydrocarbons and some 
may have more of the heavier 
hydrocarbons. The compositions 
of different crudes are measured 
and published in assays. The re-
finery uses the information in 
these assyas to decide which cru-
des it will buy to make the prod-
ucts that its customers need at 
any given time. 
When crude oil comes out of a 
well (especially an undersea 
well), the crude oil is often 
mixed with gases, water and 
sand. It forms an emulsion with 

the water that looks a bit like 
caramel. 
The sand is suspended in the 
emulsion, adding to the caramel 
effect. The sand will settle out 
and the water is removed using 
de-emulsifying agents. They 
have to be separated from the 
crude oil before it can be proc-
essed ready for transportation by 
tanker or pipeline. 
The dissolved gases have to be 
removed at the well. Otherwise, 
they might come out of solution 
and cause a build up of pressure 
in a pipe or a tanker. 
The crude oil also contains sul-
phur. This has to be removed 
from any fractions that are going 
to be burnt because it forms sul-
phur dioxide which contributes 
to acid rain. So any fractions that 
go into fuels pass through hydro-
finers to remove the sulphur. 
 
One barrel of oil is the same as: 
    * 159 litres  
    * 35 gallons  
    * 280 pints  
 
The weight of a barrel depends 
on where the oil comes from. 
However, there are about 8 bar-
rels in a tonne. 
You could fit nearly 2 million 
barrels of oil into a football sta-
dium - or one and a half tankers. 
This is how much oil is used in 
the UK every day. 
 

OIL—What you may not have known! Oil Prices and Crises! 
April 18, 1989 - Oil prices hit a three-year high, jumping 25 cents 
to reach $21.76 a barrel, when a pipeline carrying nearly 500,000 
barrels per day of Britain's Brent Blend crude was temporarily shut 
down, after an explosion at the Cormorant Alpha oil rig after a gas 
leak. 
May 4, 1989 - The North Sea Brent crude oil price, used as a ref-
erence for internationally traded oils, reaches $25 on news that 
the Brent pipeline system would most likely be back three to four 
weeks later than expected. 
Aug 29, 1991 - Shutdowns following a leak from a pipeline at the 
British Balmoral and Glamis fields halt 43,000 bpd of oil production 
in the North Sea and spark a 20 cent oil price rally to $20.24 a bar-
rel. 
April 25, 1996 - The price of U.S. gasoline futures jumps to a five-
year high of more than 75 cents a gallon when Colonial Pipeline 
shut its 1.2 million-bpd gasoline pipeline that runs from Houston to 
New York due to a leak in North Carolina. 
August 20, 1998 - Brent 
crude futures close at 
$12.64, up 35 cents after 
Shell said it would have to 
freeze oil exports from its 
Nigerian Bonny terminal. 
July 9, 1999 - Brent crude 
is traded at $18.52 a bar-
rel, up 28 cents, after trad-
ers covered shorts on 
news of supply disruptions 
in Nigeria when Royal Dutch/Shell in Nigeria, citing civil distur-
bances, declared force  
majeure on outstanding loadings. 
Oct 22, 1999 - An unplanned shutdown at Norway's Ekofisk oil 
and gas field's 330,000-bpd operation because of a gas leak 
sends prices 10-15 cents higher.  
Feb 1, 2002 - U.S. crude futures climb 11 cents to $19.59, partly 
because of an overnight blast at Kuwait's Raudhatain oil field that 
killed four people and forced operations at the Kuwait Oil Co facil-
ity to stop. 
Oct 9, 2004 - Fighting between the Nigerian government and eth-
nic rebel militia in the country's eastern oil-producing Niger Delta 
drives world crude oil prices up to $53 a barrel.

Food—Genetically Modified 
The two biggest sellers in any bookstore are the cookbooks and the 
diet books. The cookbooks tell you how to prepare the food, and the 
diet books tell you how not to eat any of it. I can truthfully say that I 
have never purchased a diet book in my life and the thought of staying 
away from food to lose weight fills me with horror. I am of the long 
held belief that food is important for a balanced diet, and the more 
good food the better!. 
There was a time when I would have eaten anything put in front of 
me, now as I am getting older I like to know exactly what's on the 
plate. I have always made an effort  to eat food grown or reared in Ire-
land, preferably organic although I am not fanatical on that point. The 
growth of local Farmer Markets which have sprung up all over the 
country are further proof that people are more discerning about what 
they eat. These local markets deserve our full support as the produce is 
often more reasonably priced and the guarantee of taste is worth the 
effort of getting there. 
  
The quality and taste of the food we eat raises the whole issue of ge-
netically modified (GM) foods in Ireland today. Is it something we 
should embrace as a potential solution for famine throughout the 
world or is it something we should campaign against as a real danger, 
which could create more environmental problems than it could solve.  
  
The last time a company, Mansanto, carried out genetically modified 
sugar beet trials in Wexford and Cork, the crops were pulled up by 
activists concerned about their release into the Irish environment. The 
debate on GM crops has centred on whether they can cause environ-
mental of other problems. GM promoters argue that farmers have to 
use less chemicals when producing GM crops. This has been shown to 
be inaccurate as farmers have had to use more chemicals to kill of su-
per-weeds that are showing immunity to the sprays used. Those 
against the production of GM foods argue that the deliberate release of 
GM potatoes and any other GM seeds or plants in the Irish environ-
ment will devastate the livelihoods of not-GM conventional growers 
and organic growers. They argue that the co-existence of GM and 
non-GM crops cannot work as there will inevitably be cross-
pollination between the natural crop for want of a better name and the 
GM crop. Those in favour of GM crops say that a buffer zones will 
prevent cross-pollination, and that there is room for both types of 
crops. But how can they be so certain that bees for instance and other 
pollinating insects will not travel from GM to non-GM flowers. How 
can they guarantee that the wind will not blow GM pollen to non-GM 
crops. 
 
 'If in doubt, leave out,' should be the guiding principle for those lob-
bying for the introduction of GM crops in Ireland. There should be an 
accepted precautionary principle adopted by Government and Local 
Authorities, that if we are not sure of the consequences of growing 
GM foods then we should prevent them from contaminating our soil 
and environment. It is too high a price to pay should anything go 
wrong. Ireland is in a very strong position to become a GM free coun-
try, such a status would have an economic benefit as 75% of EU citi-
zens do not want to eat GM foods. There is a clear swing towards or-
ganic products in Europe which is reflected also in Ireland. People 
want to be sure that the food they eat will pose no threat to the envi-
ronment and to their own health. 
  
The benefit of organic grown crops to our environment has been 
shown in a recent BBC wildlife article from November 2005. The re-
port stated that organic crops increase biological diversity and envi-
ronmental health. It also encourages sustainable agriculture and grow-
ing without any environmental threat. Further more it encourages the 
preservation of our heritage seeds and plants, all of which will be un-
der threat if GM seeds or plants are introduced. 
  
As a committed foodie, I have a distrust of GM foods being intro-
duced into Ireland. Arguments put forward by those in favour of GM 
crops that it will solve the problem of world hunger sound hollow to 
me. It is a fact that there is enough food in the world to feed all its in-
habitants, it's the equal distribution of food, promotion of subsidies 

and political corruption which are the cause of many famines. Politi-
cians should work on creating more equality in how food production 
is managed rather than playing god by introducing GM crops which 
may cause havoc with our environment and natural heritage. In Kerry 
we should lobby our politicians to make Kerry a GM free county. Oth-
ers such as  Cavan, Clare, Fermanagh and Monaghan have already 
done so.

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The Titanic's  
Tralee Doctor. 
FRIENDS TO HONOUR HIS  
MEMORY. 
Queenstown, Monday.     
It is a pleasure to know that the many 
memorials which are to be raised in 
connection with the Titanic disaster, 
the popular Irish physician, Dr F N O' 
Loughlin is not to be forgotten. In 
him the White Star Company lost the 
doyen of their medical service—their 
loved Commodore, one of the most 
lovable of men. Although well ad-
vanced in years, Dr O' Loughlin was 
full of the ardour of youth. He knew 
no dull moments and always looked 
at the bright side of things. 
One of the last scenes on the deck of 
the Titanic is said to have been a sad 
one, namely that of a group of offi-
cers, including Dr O' Loughlin, the 
two pursers of [sic] their assistants, 
and some others, all joined in arms 
waited the final plunge of the great 
ship they were on. 
The following notice of the proposed 
memorial to Dr O' Loughlin appears 
in the “New York Herald”.— 

   “As a memorial to the late Dr Wil-
liam Francis Norman O' Loughlin, 
surgeon of the Titanic, friends in 
New York have put under way a 
movement to establish a pathological 
laboratory at St Vincent's Hospital, 
Seventh avenue and Eleventh-street. 
For this institution, Dr O' Loughlin 
had a special affection, and to it he 
sent his patients when in port.” 
Already several subscriptions have 
been promised, and the committee 
hopes that the many friends of Dr O' 
Loughlin in America, Ireland, Eng-
land and France will join in the pro-
ject. A tablet is to be placed in the 
laboratory commemorative of Dr O' 
Loughlin's life and heroic death, and 
expressing something of the affection 
in which his memory is cherished. 
Dr W F N O' Loughlin, the senior 
surgeon of SS Titanic, and who went 
down with her on the morning of the 
15th April, was born in Tralee. He 
was second son of the late Mr. Wm 
O' Loughlin, and grandson of the late 
Mr Benjamin Mathews, of Nelson-
street, Tralee.

St. John the Evangelist Church—Ashe St 
 
St. John the Evangelist, Church of Ireland, Ashe St. Tralee 
owes its 19th Century Gothic appearance to a re-modeling car-
ried out by Sir Richard Morrison in 1819, at a cost of 2,450 
pounds, a loan from the Board of First Fruits. Further exten-
sions and alterations were undertaken by GR Paine in 1834 
when the chancel was rebuilt, and the church laid out in the 
design with which we’re familiar today. 
Cruciform in shape a gallery overhangs the south transept and 
part of the nave while the chancel is elevated and recessed. The 
north transept is now a side chapel. The western portion of the 
nave is a vestibule and a glass screen erected in 1992 separates 
it from the rest of the building. 
The impressive entrance gates originally cast in Scotland were 
erected in 1954 by the Talbot-Crosbie family. 
Among the many impressive feature within the church is the 
carved Episcopal chair prominently located in the chancel, 
which was installed in 1969 by the Rt. Rev. Dr. R Wyse-
Jackson, Bishop of Limerick and Ardfert—above the chair is a 
crest depicting the arms of Ardfert and Aghadoe. 
The font, a gift of John Curlestone, and dating from 1613 it is 
the oldest object in the church. 
The organ was installed in 1884 and in 1987 it was completely 
overhauled including the replacement of the leather bellows. 
Associated with St. John’s are two Bibles. The Denny Bible 
dates to 1640 and the second Bible—’The Kitchener Bible’ - in 
memory of Field Marshal Rt. Hon. H.H. Earl Kitchener. 
The north wall window forming the centre-piece of the chapel 
is illuminated with rich autumnal colours and is complimented 
by the transept’s other stained glass windows. 
Many Commemorative Tablets and wall plaques adorn the 
walls of the church and provide a wealth of historical informa-
tion going back many centuries.

Icon of Monk Executed in 17th Century 
The Bishop of Kerry, Dr Bill Murphy, has blessed a new icon 
in Tralee to a 17th century monk who was executed in 1653 in 
Killarney. 
The icon of Fr Thaddeus Moriarty was created by contempla-
tive Dominican nun Sr. Paula Mary for the Holy Cross Do-
minican Church. It was unveiled after St Dominic’s Day Mass. 
The icon features Fr Moriarty with the chalice with which he 
celebrated his last Mass in Poul an Aifrinn in Killaclohane 
Wood, near Milltown Co. Kerry. Lisbon-educated Fr Moriarty 
ministered in Kerry and taught at a seminary in Tralee. 
 
Fr. Moriarty was captured by Cromwellian soldiers while say-
ing the secret Mass and imprisoned before being executed. 
The Cromwellians were at this time seeking to destroy the 
Catholic Church and by some means, the authorities got word 
of this Mass centre and on the Feast of the Assumption 1653, 
soldiers fell on the assembled congregation, arresting the cele-
brant, Father Thaddeus Moriarty.  
The Dominican was led off to prison in Ross Castle, the Eng-
lish stronghold, at the time, on the shores of the Lakes of Kil-
larney. He was brought before Governor Nelson (Ashe Street, 
Tralee formally known as Nelson Street after Governor Nel-
son) and condemned to death. After a two month period of im-
prisonment and ill-treatment, he was hanged at Martyr’s Hill, 
Killarney, where the Friary is now situated on October 15th 
1653. 
Mass is celebrated annually at the Mass rock where  
Fr. Moriarty was arrested.

Dog Owners  
�����������	� has been contacted by a num-
ber of people who are appalled at the state of 
some of our footpaths due to the  presence of  
dog  faeces.  Legislation clearly states that 
the person in charge of the dog has responsi-
bilities in this regard. 
 

LITTER POLLUTION Act 1997 
Dog Related Offense 

22. — (1) Where faeces has been deposited 
by a dog in any place to which this subsec-
tion applies, the person in charge of the dog 
shall immediately remove the faeces and 
shall ensure that it is properly disposed of in 
a suitable sanitary manner. 
           (2)  Subsection (1) applies to a          
                 place that is— 
          ( a ) a public road, 
          ( b ) land forming part of a retail         
                 shopping centre, 
          ( c ) a school ground, sports ground, 
                 playing field or recreational or   
                 leisure area, 
          ( d ) a beach, 
          ( e ) the curtilage* of a dwelling the  
                 occupier of which has not  
                 consented to the presence of     
                 the dog in the curtilage, or 
          ( f ) such other place as may be  
                 prescribed. 
           (3) Subsection (1) does not apply in 
                respect of— 
          ( a ) a guide dog kept and used for   
                 the guidance of a blind person, 
          ( b ) a working dog being used— 
                 (i) for the herding of livestock,  
                      or 
                (ii) by a member of the Garda    
                     Síochána or the Customs and 
                     Excise service in connection  
                     with the official functions of  
                     the member, or 
          ( c ) a dog in such other circum-         
                 stances as may be prescribed. 
           (4) A person who contravenes  
                subsection (1) shall be guilty of  
                an offence. 
 

*curtilage =   The enclosed area immediately  
                                 surrounding a house or  dwelling. 

Burglary victims often wonder why the burglar picked on their house. To find out you need to 
consider:  

"How does a burglar's mind work?" 
Burglary, on the whole, is an opportunist crime. A burglar will select his target because it offers 
him the best opportunity to carry out his crime undetected and with the fewest number of obsta-
cles in his way. A building that presents itself as unoccupied and insecure is far more likely to 
be targeted than one which is properly secured:  

·      side gates open 
·      accessible windows open 
·      ladders left out, allowing access to otherwise inaccessible windows 
·      garden tools available to force entry 
·      untrimmed hedges or high fences preventing natural surveillance 

Each of these makes access to the building far simpler and is an indication to the prospective 
burglar that it's worth a second look.  

The question is, are the occupants in? 
·      milk bottles or parcels on the doorstep 
·      newspapers and mail in the letter box 
·      unlit houses after dark 
·      all windows shut in very hot weather 

These are signs telling the burglar that he is unlikely to be disturbed in the course of his work. 
Naturally, circumstances may arise when such situations may be unavoidable. If we can take 
measures that tell the burglar that this building is too difficult or too risky a target, he will hope-
fully move on.  

Are you leaving a thief the key to your house? 
·      never leave a spare key concealed anywhere near the front door - burglars know all the 

hiding places 
·      prevent letterbox burglaries by storing keys away from the front door 
·      do not label your house keys in case you lose them and they fall into the wrong hands. 

Remove temptation 
·      where possible, try to keep valuables out of sight from windows. 

Make it look as though your house is occupied 
·      install timers which switch lights or radios on and off automatically. 
·      have a neighbour or friend pop round to clear your letter box or doorstep. 
·      encourage a neighbour to park on your drive. 
·      if going out after dark, draw the curtains, leave some lights on and a radio playing. 

If you are away for extended periods. 
·      cancel the delivery of milk and newspapers 
·      disconnect the telephone answering machine, or re-word your greeting message to give 

the impression that you are only temporarily unable to answer. 
·      enlist the help of a neighbour, friend or relative to keep a regular eye on your property 

and keep the front door clear of deliveries. 
·      if you are prepared to leave a key with a willing neighbour/relative, ask for curtains to 

be drawn and lights to be put on at night. If snow is on the ground a few footprints will 
make the house appear inhabited. 

·      check your insurance policy. Some insurance policies for contents don't cover you if 
you are away for more than 30 days. 

·      set your burglar alarm. 
·      if you do not have an alarm, consider investing a few pounds in a dummy alarm box. It 

may well deter the opportunist thief.

Asbestos at Work—New Legislation 
On July 24th last the Department of Enter-
prise, Trade and Employment signed into 
law new, tighter regulations relating to as-
bestos in the workplace.  
A single-exposure limit for all workers who 
might encounter asbestos either through 
their work or accidentally in the workplace. 
Only trained personnel are may remove or 
handle asbestos according to this new law.  
Inhaling asbestos fibres or dust can contrib-
ute to an increased risk of lung cancer. 
The Health and Safety Authority (HSA) are 
currently drawing up guidelines to reflect 
the Safety, Health and Welfare Work 
(Exposure to Asbestos) Regulation 2006. 
This legislation is implemented as part of 
an EU directive in April of this year. 

Your Elderly and Vulnerable Neighbours 
Remember as the day-light gets shorter and the night-time gets longer, older people 
may feel more vulnerable in their homes. Check in on elderly neighbours from time 
to time. You might consider sending one of your children to do this. It will give them a 
certain sense of responsibility and the older person may respond more favourably to 
the visit. Such visits may be the only contact these older people have with other people 
in their lives. Consider it!

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The Ryder Cup 
At Dublin's Portmarnock Golf Club, along the 
Howth Peninsula coastline, a Ryder Cup package -- 
a round of golf, dinner and commemorative me-
mentoes -- goes for � 750 ($965) a head, compared 
with the usual � 165  for a weekday game at the 
course. Hotel rates in the Dublin area are being 
raised an average of 24 percent. Owners of houses 
near the K Club, which is hosting the tournament, 
are seeking rents as high as $100,000. 
Ireland may miss an opportunity to reverse a five-
year decline in North American visitors and fire up 
its $5.5 billion tourism industry. The country is 
spending � 15.7 million to stage and market the Ry-
der Cup, including television commercials on CBS 
Corp. networks and Comcast Corp.'s Golf Channel. 
If visitors go home complaining about prices, those 
efforts will have been wasted. 
Tourism generates 2.5 % of Ireland's $220 billion 
economy. Visits by North Americans fell to 
953,000 last year, down 8.6 % from 2000. Prices 
are a concern, with 21 percent of visitors surveyed 
last year saying Ireland was too expensive, almost 
double the number in 2000, Failte Ireland said. The 
dollar's 28 percent decline against the euro in the 
past five years amplifies hotel costs for U.S. visi-
tors.  
It's the 36th time that U.S. and European golfers are 
facing off to win the Ryder Cup. The biennial tour-
nament, first played in 1927, is named after English 
seed merchant Samuel Ryder, who commissioned 
the 17-inch (43-centimeter) trophy.

I come from the rubble of your past, a past that beats inside me 
like a second heart. Most of you are oblivious to my presence 
but I know you. Your lives are of endless fascination to me. Eve-
ryday I have an incessant cacophony of gossip and chit-chat, 
most of which I ignore but there are some snippets that never fail 
to amuse me. For instance yesterday I heard a lady confide in 
another that she thought her husband was having an affair. I 
watched the amused look on her confidante’s face as she feasted 
on the juicy gossip. Only I know she’s the one toying with the 
husband but her friend doesn’t know it…not yet!  
 
As I was saying nobody pays me much attention today, a little 
perhaps in summer when the tour buses stop and I feel 52 pairs 
of eyes peering disinterestedly at me.  Some people call me the 
‘Croppy Boy’, but did you know my name doesn’t just come 
from my hairstyle and is synonymous with rebel?   
 
 There are times when I wish I could raise the past from the dead 
as your ‘Celtic Tiger’ life is one my men could never have en-
visaged.  I feel lost in this new world that lurches blindly into the 
future with little sense of its own past. Yet is the past that helped 
to form what you have now. You should be thankful to those 
whose passion for freedom made them strike the first blow 
against tyranny. We were the men who were inspired by words 
such as liberty and equality and who had the courage to take up 
our pikes and say “ No more!”   We were tired of English rule. 
We were tired of being subservient, tired of being slaves to a 
sovereignty that sucked the marrow from our bones. We rather 
naively thought God was on our side but our rebellion was dis-
couraged by pursed lips from a pulpit who also wanted to keep 
us in our place. 
 
I recall the blood of battle, the crunch of bones beneath the pike, 
the cries of the rebels and the soldiers mingling on the wind. We 
didn’t stand a chance.  Most of us knew this but still we forged 
ahead. Many of my men were executed and we lost others 
through exile.   
 
Remember that our actions lit the way for your freedom, a free-
dom that was earned by the shedding of much blood. Victor 
Hugo once said that after every revolution comes progress. He 
was right if in fact what we have now is progress.  
 
I see a world in which you drive SUV’s with no regard for their 
environmental impact. I hear you are building houses with 
empty rooms, mausoleums for your goods and newest toys. I 
watch you feed your children a diet of junk food and marketed 
politics.  And then you wonder why they wander the streets and 
seek solace in the drink and drug culture you helped to create.  
I think of what freedom meant to my men  the marrow from your 
bone.  
 
Perhaps I am here to remind you of your past and to serve as a 
torch for your future.  In a world where courage and valour have 
been dissolved by affluence my duty is to remind you to never 
let the hero in your soul die. Feed it with integrity, honour and 
compassion so that one day the words liberty and equality will 
cease to be empty rhetoric and may become real. Until then I 
shall seek refuge in the shadows of my past for it is the only 
place I feel at home.  I  hold my pike and wait.

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Where Were You When Materazzi 
Fell? 
 
The infamous tackle of that now greatest of 
anti-heroes of the 'beautiful game', Zinadine 
Zidane, on Marco Materazzi is perhaps the 
most abiding image that fans will have for 
years to come of the recent World Cup. 
 
This incident, resulting in the dramatic fall of 
the Italian defender, has now taken its place 
amongst the list of dramatic events which en-
tice the question 'where were you when…?' 
rather than ones of a less serious nature which 
entice the question 'do you remember when?' 
 
The first category of falls are ones embedded 
in the popular consciousness. For instance we 
all remember where we were when the Twin 
Towers fell, we remember where we were 
when the Berlin Wall first fell, we remember 
where we were when Pope John Paul 2 fell at 
the hands of Mehmed Ali Agca in St. Peter's 
Square. Older folk will remember where they 
were when Nelson's Pillar fell in O'Connell St. 
in 1966 at the hands of the IRA and will 
probably recall that much more destruction 
was meted out on O'Connell St. when the Irish 
army engineers try to finish the job after judg-
ing the remains of the column to be unsafe; 
the fatal fall of the great and iconic JFK in 
Dallas in 1963 was perhaps the greatest of 
them all. 
 
Less serious falls of various types which 
would beg the 'do you remember question?' 
include the fall to Earth of the space station 
Skylab on July 11 th, 1979 which led to the 
death of three cows in Australia and also re-
sulted in the United States suffering a $400 
fine at the hands of the Australian litter au-
thorities. Another infamous fall was when our 
esteemed former TD and Tanaiste, Dick 
Spring dropped the ball some years ago in 
Landsdowne Road reputedly costing Ireland a 
triple crown victory ; this could be forgiven in 
hindsight given his success in negotiating bil-
lions of euro in structural funding for Ireland 
some years later leaving this notorious sport-
ing faux pas little more than a drop in the 
ocean by comparison. Lest we be accused of 
political partisanship it is wise to recall an-
other fall of note; one such fall occurred at 
Shannon Airport when Russia Boris Yeltsin 
could not be woken from a deepest of sleeps 
even at the prospect of receiving a thousand 
Irish welcomes from Albert Reynolds which 
may well have included a slug of Ireland's fin-
est malt. 
 
All said the Zidane sporting moment or un-
sporting – depending on one's point of view -
stands alone. No one event on the field of play 
has inspired such commotion. Zidane or Zizou 
as he is affectionately known in France has 
been reviled in the media for the off-the-ball 

head-butt of Italian defender Marco Materazzi 
which resulting in his enforced fall to the 
ground. 
 
However this author takes a different view to 
most. In my view Zidane's coup de boule 
('head butt' in French) was a masterful execu-
tion of an opponent that could only have been 
conceived of and accomplished with such 
aplomb by only one Titanic footballing gen-
ius – the said Zidane. It was performed with 
precision, its disabling intention was clear, it 
was conducted with great honesty in the pres-
ence of millions. It should not be forgotten 
that Matterazzi was uninjured and got up and 
resumed. Zidane was discharged from the 
field of play. That it was his final act on the 
football field was to his credit; honesty and 
conviction for Zidane was more important to 
him than the prospect of a win. Moreover he 
apologized to children and educators but did 
not regret his actions as he believed in doing 
so he would condone Materazzi's remarks. 
Whatever was said to him remains a mystery 
in the same way as Kieran Donegan's remarks 
to the Armagh goalie during after sticking the 
ball in the back of the net during the recent 
All-Ireland quarter-final. After the World Cup 
Final, President Jacques Chirac hailed Zidane 
as a national hero and called him a "man of 
heart and conviction".Chirac later added that 
he found the offence to be unacceptable, but 
that he understood that Zidane had been pro-
voked . Indeed only some days ago Zidane 
was named as France's most popular sports 
figure. 
 
There is ample evidence to support the notion 
that this was not a violent incident. It was not 
at all clear that Zidane's intention was to hurt 
Materazzi no more than if he had pushed him 
in the conventional way. Afterall he could 
have given him, what is now come to be 
known as a 'french header' in the face or other 
part of his body but no! He did it in perhaps 
the part best protected by the mother-nature i.
e. the rib-cage. 
 
I have witnessed many GAA encounters as a 
young supporter where real violence was in-
flicted on opponents and even their mothers. 
As a 10 year old I went up the Garret Cotter's 
field and witnessed a scene of what could only 
be described as biblical proportions. An under 
16 match was taking place between Stacks 
and the Mitchells when all of a sudden a 
rather innocuous nudge by one player on an-
other led to a pitch invasion from all sides and 
there I was left sitting. Substitutes, fans, fa-
thers, mentors and even mothers made up the 
fighting party and I vividly recall seeing a ter-
rier in being cast mid-air and to this day I 
have never been able to determine whether it 
had a black and amber or green and gold alle-
giance but I suspect its allegiance was the last 
thing going through his mind as he nearly en-
tered orbit over Croogorts. In the meantime I 

was left sitting on my own contemplating this 
scene of madness and I wondered what kind 
of a country I was born into. Had I been a 
passing neutral, I would have been forgiven 
for believing that while the Civil War was 
over for the previous 60 years, skirmishes still 
erupted in Kerry just as Japanese soldiers 
were known to emerge from hideouts in is-
lands still wishing to fight World War II even 
though Japan had surrendered years earlier. 
 
I can't help thinking that many of these same 
people were among those millions convulsed 
over Zidane's actions last July 9th! Many such 
incidents and perhaps more notorious are part 
of local popular memory. At least neither 
Materazzi nor the referee Horacio Elizondo 
were not discovered in the booth of their cars 
in the Black Forrest Mountains like many a 
player – especially referees – after football 
matches in certain parts of this country! 
 
Having recalled such a terrible tale as above in 
case I should be accused of losing the rag on 
the matter, I should relate an incident that I 
happened to witness in Ballymacelligott a 
number of years ago when I acted as the ever 
impartial umpire during a late summer's eve-
ning when the local side were taking on a 
nearby parish. As the ball was coming up the 
field I noticed the goalie on the mobile. At 
that time mobiles were mobiles. To be seen 
speaking on one was the mark of an up-
wardly…well mobile person. But to be seen 
on a mobile while playing in goals would 
have given one the feeling of exalted status 
among one's peers. All jokes aside, the busi-
ness at hand in the telephone conversation was 
not of minute or indeed romantic importance. 
The goalie was awaiting the arrival of a sillage 
contractor and was in the process of making 
final arrangements as the contractors arrival to 
do the businees at hand. In the meantime the 
opposition had struck a ferocious goal-bound 
shot that was certain to be a winner, destined 
to crush the hearts of the local side in the final 
minutes. Alas the ball's trajectory ensured that 
it struck the cross-bar, travelled downwards, 
belted the head of the otherwise engaged 
goalie, and rebounded out to the hands of a 
fortuitous local defender, saving Ballymac 
from destruction. I cannot recall if this event 
interrupted the silage contractor and the 
goalie's business. However the event ensured 
the Ballymac were probably the first side to 
use the most advanced technology in their de-
fence in the art of Gaelic Football.

Social and Affordable 
Housing 
The Affordable Housing Scheme 
is a scheme in Ireland that aims to 
help lower income households to 
buy their own homes. The 
Scheme allows lower-income 
house buyers the chance to buy 
newly constructed homes and 
apartments in areas where prop-
erty prices have created an af-
fordability gap for lower income 
house buyers. These properties 
are then offered for sale to eligible 
first-time purchasers at prices sig-
nificantly less than their actual 
market value. 
The local authorities provide land 
on which new houses are built 
and sold. Your local authority will 
generally advertise the availability 
of houses for sale under this 
Scheme in the local press or per-
haps on local radio. If there are 
more eligible applicants than 
houses, the local authority will de-
termine the order of priority, taking 
account of household circum-
stances, etc. 
The houses are usually bought 
with a mortgage provided by the 
local authority. The loan can be up 
to 97% of the price of the house, 
subject to repayments being no 
more than 35% of the household 
net income, i.e., income after tax 
and social insurance (PRSI). 
Some private lenders have pro-
posed special affordable housing 
mortgages. These mortgages are 
not yet on the market and rules 
are likely to vary from lender to 
lender. However such mortgages 
will generally offer up to 97% of 
the purchase price and may not 
have maximum limits (unlike local 
authority loans which are capped 
at 185,000 euro (effective January 
2006), previously the cap was 
165,000 euro. Applicants for pri-
vate sector affordable mortgages 
must be pre-approved by their 
local authorities for a suitable 
property (See Rules below). 
Households may be entitled to a 
mortgage subsidy depending on 
their income in the previous tax 
year. If they are surrendering a 
tenant purchase house, a local 
authority house or a house pro-
vided by a voluntary body, they 

have the option of going for the 
mortgage subsidy or the Mortgage 
Allowance Scheme. 
Rules 
You qualify for the Affordable 
Housing Scheme if : 
* you are in need of housing and 
your income satisfies the in  come 
test below, or 
* you are registered on a housing 
waiting list with a local authority,  
* you are a local authority tenant 
or a tenant purchaser and     y o u 
want to buy a private house and 
return your present    house to the 
local authority, or 
* you are a tenant for more than 
one year of a home provided by a 
housing association under the 
Capital Loan and Subsidy 
Scheme and you want to buy a 
private house and      return your 
present house to the housing as-
sociation. 
The income test only applies to 
people mentioned in the first bullet 
point; if you are covered by the 
second, third or fourth bullet 
points, you are exempt from the 
income test. 
The Income Test 
* Single income household 
If your gross income (before tax) 
in the last income tax year was 
40,000 euro or less (effective 
January 2006), (previously the 
limit was 36,500 euro), you are 
eligible. 
* Two income households 
Multiply the gross income (before 
tax) of the higher earner       in the 
last income tax year by 2.5 and 
add the gross income of the other 
earner in the last income tax year. 
If the    answer is 100,000 or less 
(e f fec t i ve  January  2006) , 
(previously the limit was 92,000 
euro), you are eligible. 
Mortgage Subsidy Scheme 
If your gross household income is 
less than 28,000 (effective Janu-
ary 2006), (previously the cut off 
was 25,500 euro), you will be enti-
tled to a subsidy that will reduce 
your mortgage payments. This 
subsidy will be paid to the local 
authority. The subsidy is between 
1,050 and 2,550 euro per year. 
A household that does not qualify 
under the third and fourth catego-
ries above (i.e., a household that 
does not qualify for this subsidy) 

may instead qualify for the Mort-
gage Allowance Scheme. 
Additional Sources of Afford-
able Housing 
In addition to the Affordable Hous-
ing Scheme, affordable housing is 
provided under Part V of the Plan-
ning and Development Acts 2000-
2002. Part V allows a local author-
ity to require developers to set 
aside up to 20% of new develop-
ments of five or more houses for 
social or affordable housing . 
Each local authority has to include 
these provisions (i.e., the commit-
ment to providing a percentage of 
social and affordable housing) in 
its housing strategy, which form 
part of the development plan for 
its area. 
Development plans are essentially 
blueprints for planning and devel-
opment in your area. They include 
the local authority's objectives for 
the use of particular areas where 
you live (i.e., residential areas, 
industrial areas, agricultural areas, 
etc.). The plans are drawn up by 
the local authority in consultation 
with interested groups (including 
citizens) and are available from 
your local authority to view if you 
wish.  
While up to 20% of any new hous-
ing development can be set aside 
for social/affordable housing, the 
local authority will determine the 
exact percentage, given the level 
of social need in the area. It may 
decide for example, that zero per-
cent of the overall development is 
appropriate. 
This provision of a percentage of 
affordable or social houses ap-
plies to any development of 5 or 
more homes, so now, any time 
that 5 or more homes are being 
developed, the local authority will 
decide how much (if any) will be 
affordable, social, voluntary, hous-
ing etc. This is determined in con-
sultation with the developer, tak-
ing into account the appropriate 
percentage in the development 
plan. 
There are no rules about where 
affordable houses should be lo-
cated in new developments. It is 
for the local authority to decide 
which homes should be desig-
nated as affordable housing, as 
appropriate. For example the af-

fordable houses may be peppered 
through the development/estate or 
may be grouped in pairs, in areas, 
etc. The proximity of these homes 
will all depend on what the local 
authority approve as most appro-
priate for the area and most ap-
propriate for the residents of these 
homes. 
Eligibility for Part V  Housing 
You are eligible to buy an afford-
able house provided under Part V 
of the Planning and Development 
Acts 2000-2002 if 35% of your 
income is not sufficient to enable 
you to buy a house. If you get 
your loan from the local authority 
and your gross household income 
was below 28,000 euro in the pre-
vious tax year, you will be entitled 
to a subsidy that will reduce your 
mortgage payments. This subsidy 
will be paid to the local authority. 
The subsidy is between 1,050 
euro and 2,550 euro per year. A 
claw-back similar to that which 
applies under the Affordable 
Housing Scheme is payable if the 
house is sold with 20 years of pur-
chase. 
How to Apply 
Contact your local authority for an 
application form and information 
pack about the Affordable Hous-
ing Scheme in your area. 
You may be required to supply the 
following information with your 
application: 
* A current payslip from your em-
ployer 
* An Income tax form (P60) or a 
PAYE balancing Sheet (P21) 
* Other documentation that may 
be requested by the local author-
ity. 
You may also be requested to 
submit a letter from your employer 
confirming that you are a perma-
nent employee. For self-employed 
people, you may be required to 
submit audited accounts for the 
previous three years. 
If you are currently living in rented 
accommodation, you may have to 
produce a statement of your 
weekly rent signed by the landlord 
or you can submit a copy of your 
rent book with your application. 
Applications for affordable hous-
ing under Part V of the Planning 
and Development Acts 2000-2002 
are made to your local authority.
