Education Resources
National Educational Psychological Service (NEPS) has been in
steady decline in recent years, dropping from 1,790 in 2003 to 1,611
today. This means that less than 50% of all primary schools in the

country are covered by the service. NEPS was established in 1999,
with a target that all schools would have access to the service.

Crime Statistics

The Central Statistics Office [CSO] recent figures show a shocking
5% increase in headline crime in the last 12 months. The CSO re-
vealed a 62.5% increase in importation and cultivation of drugs, a
25.8% increase in drug dealing, and a 16% increase in murders. In
the 12 months to the third quarter of 2006, there were 103,599 inci-
dents of headline crime, compared to 98,974 in the previous 12
months, a 5% increase;

Housing slump batters US economy

US economic growth slowed to an annual rate of 1.6% in the third
quarter of 2006, its lowest level for three years.

Commerce Department figures showed that the slump in the US
housing market was largely responsible for the loss of economic mo-
mentum.

The data showed a 17.4% annual fall in spending on new housing.
During the previous three months the economy had grown by 2.6%.
Now the rate is at its lowest since the first quarter of 2003, when it
was 1.2%.

Crushing pills ‘can prove fatal'

Crushing pills to make them easier to swallow can cause serious
side-effects that can sometimes be fatal, experts have warned.

The group, including pharmacists and lawyers, says pills often have
special coatings that affect how they are released into the body.
Crushing them can mean this complex system is disturbed.

David Wright, senior lecturer in pharmacy at the University of East
Anglia, who led the group that put together the guidelines, said
"Crushing pills increases the risk of side-effects, of the patient getting
a large dose of a drug which should be released slowly, or a drug
being cleared from the body too early before it can do anything.”

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Ship—Wrecking

Much of the Irish coast is very treacher-
ous and in the eighteenth century the
Irish parliament passed repeated stat-
utes against looting and wrecking. For
instance, in 1783 (23 & 24 Geo. lll, c.
48), ‘an act for the amendment of the
law in relation to the danger of perish-
ing at sea’ declared that ‘many wicked
enormities have been committed to
the ... grievous damage of merchants
and mariners of our own and other
countries’, and reiterating that it was a
capital offence to ‘put out any false
lights with intention to bring any ship or
vessel into danger’.

In the 1730s wrecking was taking place
in counties as far apart and as various
as Down and Kerry, where, on 7 No-
vember 1730, the Danish East India
Company’s ship ‘Golden Lyon’ was
stranded near the residence of Thomas
Crosbie, MP for Dingle [at Ballyheigue].
The ship was insured in Denmark, and
while the formalities were being re-
solved, Crosbie, assisted by the armed
forces stationed at Dingle and Tralee,
took charge of it and its cargo. On 4
June 1731 Crosbie died, and ‘about
twelve or one in the night a number of
men broke into the house ... where the
money chests were kept, wounded
three of the Danes and carry'd the
Chests off” The Danish East India
Company advertised a reward of one-
tenth of the treasure, estimated at
£9,287 6s, for its recovery and the con-
viction of those involved. About ten of
the robbers were eventually caught and
brought before the assize court, but not
before they had sold a quantity of the
silver, part in coin and part in wedges,
for £30 to a Limerick goldsmith.

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THE STATE
Article 8
The Irish language as the national language is the first official lan-
guage.

The English language is recognised as a second official language.
Provision may, however, be made by law for the exclusive use of
either of the said languages for any one or more official purposes,
either throughout the State or in any part thereof.

1°0On the coming into operation of this Constitutio n any person
who was a citizen of Saorstat Eireann immediately before the com-
ing into operation of this Constitution shall become and be a citizen
of Ireland.

2°The future acquisition and loss of Irish nationa lity and citizenship
shall be determined in accordance with law.

3°No person may be excluded from Irish nationality and citizenship
by reason of the sex of such person.

1°Notwithstanding any other provision of this Cons titution, a per-
son born in the island of Ireland, which includes its islands and
seas, who does not have, at the time of the birth of that person, at
least one parent who is an Irish citizen or entitled to be an Irish
citizen is not entitled to Irish citizenship or nationality, unless pro-
vided for by law.

2°This section shall not apply to persons born bef ore the date of
the enactment of this section.

Fidelity to the nation and loyalty to the State are fundamental politi-
cal duties of all citizens.

Article 10

All natural resources, including the air and all forms of potential
energy, within the jurisdiction of the Parliament and Government
established by this Constitution and all royalties and franchises
within that jurisdiction belong to the State subject to all estates and
interests therein for the time being lawfully vested in any person or
body.

All land and all mines, minerals and waters which belonged to
Saorstat Eireann immediately before the coming into operation of
this Constitution belong to the State to the same extent as they
then belonged to Saorstat Eireann.

Provision may be made by law for the management of the property
which belongs to the State by virtue of this Article and for the con-
trol of the alienation, whether temporary or

permanent, of that property.

Provision may also be made by law for the management of land,
mines, minerals and waters acquired by the State after the coming
into operation of this Constitution and for the control of the alien-
ation, whether temporary or permanent, of the land, mines, miner-
als and waters so acquired.

Article 11

All revenues of the State from whatever source arising shall, sub-
ject to such exception as may be provided by law, form one fund,
and shall be appropriated for the purposes and in the manner and
subject to the charges and liabilities determined and imposed by
law.
