Energy Saving Tips
Electricity

Energy is vital to nearly all aspects of
our daily lives - but we rarely stop to
think about how or why we use it. As the
price of energy continues to rise, now is
the ideal time to consider what you can
do to be more energy efficient. The good
news is that there are many simple ways
to use energy more efficiently that will
save money and benefit the environ-
ment.

ELECTRICITY SAVINGS
Lighting:
Turn the lights off when leaving a room.
Use "task" lighting rather than whole
room lighting when a small amount of
light is required.
Regularly clean light fittings, reflectors
and lampshades.
Timers:
Use the timer on your immersion heater.
This should supply you with enough hot
water as and when you need it.
Electric Shower:
Take a shower rather than a bath. A typi-
cal shower uses only one fifth of the en-
ergy of a full bath.
Computer:
Configure your computer to "energy sav-
ing" mode in which it will automatically
change to the state of low consumption.
Switching off the screen can save even
more than just letting the screen saver
run.
Turning your computer off at night in-
stead of leaving it on will save on aver-
age 25% of its annual energy bill. Re-
member you should turn off your com-
puter whenever you are not going to use
it for more than an hour.
Television: A television in standby
mode can use up to as much as half the
electricity as when it is switched on.
Fridge/Freezers:
Don't let frost build up in the freezer
compartment as this increases energy
consumption. Remember to defrost and
clean the inside of your refrigerator and
freezer at least every 6 months and
make sure they are positioned in a cool
place, not next to the cooker or boiler or
where possible not in the path of direct
sunlight.
Check that the door seals on the refrig-
erator and freezer are tight fitting - the
seals hold a 5 euro note in place when
the door is closed.
Don't put warm or hot food straight into
the freezer - let it cool down first.
Cooking:
Put lids on pots and turn down the heat
when the water starts to boil. The lids
not only keep heat in the pot but also
reduce condensation in the kitchen.
At a certain point in cooking, turn off
electric rings and use their residual heat.

Lots of energy saving cooking devices
are under used: like slow casseroles,
insulated deep fat fryers, microwave ov-
ens and pressure cookers. They can
save both energy and time - with better
results!

Microwaves:

In a microwave oven, arrange unevenly
shaped items with the thickest portion to
the outside. Stir or turn the food over to
speed up cooking time. Remember a
microwave is more efficient than a
cooker for reheating food.

Electric Ovens:

The oven is expensive to use - try to use
it as sparingly and efficiently as possible.
Where possible use it for more than just
one item and remember you can cook at
a higher temperature at the top of the
oven, and simultaneously at a lower
temperature at the bottom.

Do not open the over door to check
cooking - every time you do so you lose
20% of the accumulated heat.

Toasters & Kettles:

The toaster is more energy efficient than
the grill for toasting bread.

When making tea or coffee, boil only the
amount of water required (but make sure
the heating elements of electric kettles
are covered!).

Tumble Dryers:

When drying clothes in a dryer, dry
heavy articles separately from light arti-
cles and turn the dryer off as soon as the
clothes are dry - don't over dry the
clothes!

Washing Machines:

The washing cycle selected on a wash-
ing machine should have the lowest wa-
ter temerature required for the items be-
ing washed. A full load of washing is
more energy efficient that two half loads.
Use a cold rinse for your clothes.
Dishwashers:

Stop the dishwasher before the drying
cycle and open the door to let the dishes
air dry and always use the economy but-
ton where possible.

Electric Blankets:

Switch on electric blankets no more than
half an hour before you go to bed and
switch off just before you get into bed.

When purchasing, you should consider
the following:

Appliances:

Be demanding when you buy, check the
energy labels on appliances. Purchase
‘A’ rated appliances whenever possible,
they can save their replacement cost
over their lifetime and benefit the envi-
ronment.

Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs):
These use a fraction of the electricity
and last up to 10 times longer than ordi-
nary light-bulbs - could you install more
in your home?

Electric Heaters:
When buying heaters, make sure they
are the right size for the rooms they are
to heat. Remember that electric heaters
consume electricity at the most expen-
sive charge rate.

Wind Farm Activity—Europe

Wind energy has made a strong footprint in the European
Union, with generating capacity close to targets set for
2010, the EU statistics agency has said.

The EU commission is aiming for wind energy to produce
40 gigawatts by 2010, which will help in the fight against
climate change.

Two years ago, wind power capacity reached 33.6 giga-
watts, according to Eurostat.

Although wind power capacity has jumped by over 150 per
cent since 2000, according to Eurostat data, it produces
less than five per cent of the EU's total power production.
Fossil fuels produce over half of the 25-nation trading
bloc's energy.

Nuclear power plants produce 19 per cent, with hydroelec-
tric power plants contributing 18 per cent.

Total electricity generating capacity in the EU stood at al-
most 704 gigawatts, up six per cent from 2000.

Germany is the EU's leading wind energy producer, gener-
ating 16.6 gigawatts, or 13 per cent of energy production,
in 2004.

In Ireland there are currently 35 on-shore and one offshore
wind energy projects in operation in the Republic of Ireland
with a total installed capacity of 230.8 Megawatts.

There is now a very strong case for a much greater and
urgent need in the roll-out of wind farms and wave energy
farms in Ireland. It is most likely that the current lull in the
price of oil is only a temporary reprieve for consumers.

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GardaWarning on the
Dangers Of Fireworks

As in previous years during the "run-up"” to Hal-
loween, Gardai have issued a warning abouj the
serious dangers associated with using firewogks.
Each year many children and young personsj|suf:
fer terrible injuries caused by fireworks, inclgd-
ing burns, loss of limbs and serious eye injurigs.
It should be borne in mind that tsale, posses
sion or useof fireworks in this countrys illegal.
It should be also noted that it is illegal to p
any fireworks that may have been legally dur-
chased outside of the jurisdiction and then
brought into the State. Many of the firewo}ks
that are offered for sale illegally here have Jnot
passed any quality control tests and are poskibly
defective.
The Gardai will confiscate any fireworks fouhd
in the possession of persons and such persofs a
also liable to prosecution. In addition therea
specific offenceunder law for throwning arny
ignited fireworks in public places.
The only exception to these laws is wher
'‘professional’ type firework display is authorig
under permit.
Apart from the risk of injury, fireworks cgn
cause great distress and annoyance to elferl
residents. They can set off Intruder alarms, chus:
ing unnecessary extra demands on Gardd re
sources. They can also cause great distreps t
family pets and animals. Finally, there alwgys
the possibility of outbreaks of fire in property if
fireworks such as ‘rockets' continue to burn gfter
landing.
We ask that parents be responsible in ensgring
that their children do not cause injury to either
themselves or others on Halloween night. If you
discover that your children have possessiof of
bangers/fireworks please take same from the

Electricity prices rose by 50% for domestic customers
since 2002. One international study showed that Irish
domestic users are paying 46% more than their UK
counterparts. Ireland has the highest priced electricity in
the EU 15.

Today one-quarter of all children who started school
last month are in classes of 30-plus.

Itis a fact that 1 in 8 of 18-24 year olds left school early.
More than 1,600 schools have no National Educational
Psychological Service (NEPS) — a number that has in-
creased since 2005.

Recent figures published by the Association of Secon-
dary Teachers of Ireland (ASTI) showing that about
35,000 Junior Cycle students are in classes of more
than 30 and up to 90,000 are in classes of more than 25.
Health Service Executive (HSE) has withdrawn funding
from the Irish Osteoporosis Society.

A grant scheme is available in Ireland for studdntState primary and post-
primary schools to help with the cost of school ksooThe scheme is mainly
aimed at pupils from low-income families and faesliexperiencing financial
hardship. Funding for this scheme comes from thpalleent of Education and
Science and the scheme is administered in eacloldshéhe School Principal.
Rules:

Who may be eligible for assistance under the ScReme

Broadly speaking, students that may be eligibleafsistance include;

* Families dependent mainly dependent on saeédfare payments

* Familes on low incomes, (e.g., those receiving Familgome Supplement,
and beneficiaries under the Back-toeBtiClothing and Footwear Allow
ance)

* Families experiencing financial hardship hesm of particular circum
stances.(For example, where there ©opged illness of a parent/
guardian, addiction problems, etc.)

You should note that even if you or your parent/diam is entitled to a medical
card, this does not mean that you are automatieaititied to assistance under
the scheme.

Take a walk down many of
the streets of Tralee, espe-
cially on weekend nights and
early mornings and observe
the behaviour of those who
have relinquished their own
personal responsibility.

Many city and town centres
are ‘no-go’ areas for decent,
law-abiding people at these
hours.

Previous experi-
ence, where the Gardai have
had to deal with riots and un-
ruly behaviour have triggered
a stream of calls and letters to
the media from the ‘do-
gooders’, who by the way
never offer a solution to the
problems of anti-social anti-
democratic violence on our
testreets.
William Bratton, New York
Police Commissioner from
1994 to 1996, was a propo-
nent of the “broken windows”
theory of policing espoused
by James Q. Wilson and
George Kelling in the Febru-
ary 1982 issue of The Atlantic
Monthly. Under his direction,
the New York Police Depart-
ment set out to enforce stat-
utes aimed at curbing “quality
of life” offenses such as pub-
lic drinking, subway fare-
beating, and vandalism—
offenses that are often over-
looked in favor of efforts to
concentrate on serious crime.
According to the ‘broken
windows theory’, adopting
a tough stance against
these minor forms of anti-
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social behavior sends a sig-
nal to the community that
law breaking of any kind
will not be tolerated

The ‘broken windows’ notion
was also an integral compo-
nent of the community polic-
ing program adopted under
the previous mayoral admini-
stration.

But the objective of the strat-
egy shifted in 1994 from sim-
ply reducing public signs of
disorder to “concentrating on
strategies to improve intelli-
gence gathering and increase
arrests.”

Police officials believed that
enforcing quality-of-life stat-
utes could prevent serious
crimes from occurring. Arrest-
ing youths bent on a night of
hooliganism for public drink-
ing at 6:00 P.M. might prevent
the robbery they would have
committed at 10 P.M., once
they were drunk and out of
control. Stopping people on
minor infractions also made it
riskier for criminals to carry
guns in public. In addition,
some of the persons arrested
on minor charges would have
open warrants for more seri-
ous crimes.

There is no question that
crime in New York City has
plummeted. By 1997, homi-
cides had declined 65% from
their peak in 1990. The de-
cline began before the 1994
strategies were implemented,
but the rate of decrease in
crime complaints accelerated
in 1994. By 1997, index
crimes had fallen to less than
half of their 1990 peak.

The decline in crime in New
York City has outpaced the
national average. For exam-
ple, homicides in New York
fell from 31 to 11 per 100,000
between 1990 and 1997 (a
decline of 66%), compared to
a drop from 32 to 16 per
100,000 in U.S. cities with
populations over 1 million (a
decline of 50%). And, overall,
index crimes in New York
dropped 50% between 1990
and 1997 compared to an
average 24% decline in cities
with populations greater than
250,000.

Locally, here in Tralee, there
is no direction been given by
politicians. They will talk but
not act. The Gardai, try as
they do, are under-resourced
and are unable to act effec-
tively.

It would also appear that in
Ireland generally there is an
unwillingness to take on the
problem—do we have the
stomach to follow the New
York example?

This Conference will highlight issues that are rele vant in the provision of Deaf education and trainin g opportunities for
IrishSign Language (ISL) users in Ireland.

The Kerry Deaf Adult Learning Programme (KDALP) is funded through the Department of Education and Science Education
Equality Initiative Phase 1l Project with support from Leargas. The programme is managed by the Kerry Deaf Resource Centre
and the Kerry Education Service.

The objective of the programme is to address severe gaps in education and training opportunities for Deaf Irish Sign Language
users. The project is achieving this by developing the capacity of 18 Deaf adults from Kerry, Cork and Limerick to actively par-
ticipate in local education provision.

To achieve this, KDALP delivered a two year programme of training for 18 Deaf adults to acquire qualifications in their first lan-
guage (ISL) and related subjects. As there was no accredited qualifications for this purpose in Southern Ireland, the
programme was based on the British model developed by the Council for the Advancement of Communication with Deaf
People (CACDP). KDALP in conjunction with City and Guilds is providing a Tutor qualification.

The programme seeks to empower Deaf adults to participate and influence policy development in the area of education, teach-
ing methodologies, appropriate resource materials and accreditation as a right through the medium of Irish Sign Language.
With the skills and experience acquired over the past two years, participants have now begun to provide courses for CACDP
qualifications in Irish Sign Language (ISL) to other local Deaf people, their families, statutory and non-statutory organisations
and the hearing public.

KDALP has developed and demonstrated an innovative approach and model of good practice for mainstreaming learning and
addressing educational inequality for Deaf people.
